THINK ON THESE THINGS  
 

Paul taught the Philippian brethren to seek peace by meditating on spiritual 
things.  “Finally, brethren, whatsoever things are true, whatsoever things 
are honest, whatsoever things are just, whatsoever things are pure, 
whatsoever things are lovely, whatsoever things are of good report, if there 
be any virtue, and if there be any praise, think on these things,” (Phil. 4:8). 
 
It is so important that we keep our hearts and minds pure and think about 
good things.  Those who continually think on evil, destroy all hope of peace.  It 
was Jesus who taught: “Blessed are the pure in heart, for they shall see 
God,” (Matt. 5:8).  There is a warfare going on between the fleshly and the 
spiritual.  If the flesh wins, we lose life and peace, but if the spiritual wins, we find 
both.  Paul wrote: “For to be carnally minded is death, but to be spiritually 
minded is life and peace,” (Rom. 8:6). 
 
Therefore, we choose life and peace by becoming Christians and then, 
keeping our minds on spiritual things.  However, those of the world, keep their 
minds in the gutter.  They are constantly looking down, but the spiritual minded 
are looking up!  Again, Paul admonished Christians: “If ye then be risen with 
Christ, seek those things which are above, where Christ sits at the right 
hand of God.  Set your affections on things above, not on things on the 
earth,” (Col. 3:1-2). 
 
Thus we can see that God wants all to find true peace.  This is shown forcefully 
by the giving of His Son on the cross.  This great act made it possible for us to 
find forgiveness (through His blood) and a  way of life to follow  which brings 
peace. For those who choose to be  born of water and of the Spirit (John 3:5), 
there is forgiveness. 
 
Where are your thoughts?  Are you in the family of God thinking on spiritual 
things?  If you answered, “No,” why would you turn down the peace that Jesus 
offers?
