SAVED BY DOCTRINE 

 
Many people deny the truth of this topic, “Saved By Doctrine.”  I feel sure 
that many are sincere when they maintain that “doctrine is not important, 
it is the spirit that counts.” But one can be sincere and yet mistaken and, 
in the matter of salvation, one may be “sincere and still be sin seared.”  
God does not take man’s sins away on the basis of sincerity although 
without being sincere one could not possibly be forgiven.  This lesson is 
designed to show that the Scriptures teach that right doctrine and salvation 
are inseparable.  “Take heed unto thyself and to the doctrine; for in 
doing this thou shalt both save thyself and them that hear thee,” 
1Tim.4:16. 
 
I want to begin by defining the word “doctrine.”  It is found 45 times in the 
New Testament (KJV) in the singular and 5 times in the plural.  For the 
most part it is from the Greek “Didache” (did-ahk-ay).  Sometimes it is 
translated from “Didaskalia” (did-as-kal-ee-ah).  Basically they both mean 
“instruction, teaching, that taught, the act of teaching.”  It is obvious 
that without teaching or instruction there is not, nor could there be 
salvation.  But this is what we are saying, if we are saying doctrine is not 
important and that it is not essential to our salvation.   The grace of God 
brings salvation but it is a grace that teaches!   It is doctrinal!!! {Tit.11-12}. 
“Except a man be “taught” he cannot come to the Father!” {John 6:44-
45}.   But teaching is doctrine and doctrine teaching. 
 
We are the result of what we have been taught!  Teaching molds our 
thinking and “as a man thinketh in his heart, so is he, “{Prov.23:7}.  
Hence, our destiny, here and hereafter, depends on doctrine! Right 
Doctrine, Sound Doctrine! 
 
Come with me to God’s word and note the emphasis it puts on doctrine.  
Jesus challenged His generation (and through them all the world) to “prove” 
(know) the truth, the validity of His doctrine.  Matthew says, “And it came 
to pass, when Jesus had ended these saying, the people were 
astonished at his doctrine: For he taught them as one having 
authority; and not as the scribes.”
