SAVED BY DOCTRINE IV 
 

Because of doctrine’s importance, Paul specifically charged young 
Timothy to remain in Ephesus that he might “charge {parg-gello, “to 
enjoin, command, declare} some that they teach no other 
doctrine!” {1Tim.1:3}.  Then, down in verse ten of the same chapter the 
aged apostle broadens the charge, after specifying certain gross sins 
(sins so characteristics of our day) in these words: “and if there be any 
thing that is contrary to SOUND DOCTRINE!”  
 
If one will read, even, casually, the context it becomes obvious that this 
same “sound doctrine” is relevant to our day and much needed!  Titus 
is given the same admonition: “But speak thou the things which 
become sound doctrine,” {Tit.2:1}.  Then follows a list of things more 
positive in nature than found in Timothy where the emphasis is put on 
negatives qualities that need rebuking. 
 
Not only so, but preachers themselves are to be examples of doctrinal 
purity: both in their preaching and in their lives.  He who will not live it 
has no Divine license to preach it!  Several quotations are in order here: 
 “…Letting your own life stand as a of pattern of good living. In all 
your teaching show the strictest regard for truth, and show that 
you appreciate the seriousness of the matter you are dealing with. 
Your speech should be unaffected and logical, so that your 
opponent may feel ashamed at finding nothing in which to pick 
holes,” {Tit.2:7-8. Philips Translation} “Sound speech that cannot be 
condemned,” {KJV}.  “Take heed unto thyself and unto the 
doctrine, continue in them: for in doing this thou shalt both save 
thyself and them that hear thee,” {1Tim.4:16}. 
 
God has given us a certified gospel and all preachers must uphold that 
standard.  Faithful in life and faithful in teaching will help the world see 
Jesus who died for us all!
